The visual signal shall be the Gentex Model GXS-120 Series or approved equal and shall be listed by Underwriters Laboratories (ANSI/
UL) for use with fire protective signaling systems (ANSI/UL 1971) with intended use in fire alarm systems.  The visual appliance shall be 
installed in accordance with the appropriate provisions of the National Fire Protection Association, American National Standards or 
other applicable state and local requirements.  The visual signal shall be capable of mounting to a single gang, double gang, double 
work box or 4" square back box.  The visible signaling appliance shall also maintain a minimum flash rate of 1 Hz regardless of power 
input voltage. The strobe appliance shall have an operating current of 209 mA or less at 120 VAC for the 177 Cd strobe circuit.
